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ϥ seem to be living in the fast lane these days being actively involved in Scouting, Rotary, the 

EHA or better known as the Environmental Health Australia ϥnc., having a busy social life 

with my new companion Helen and busy working for eight WA local governments.  While ϥ 

do crave for a simple, less busy life, it may not eventuate for a few years to come.   

 

During the past week, the EHA (Western Australia) hosted a World Environmental Health 

Congress in Perth with delegates coming from all over Western Australia, all Australian 

States and New Zealand, and around the world on Zoom and in person.  ϥn fact, 170 

speakers spoke over 3 days and a day of inhouse and ɲeld workshops.   

 

Perhaps, the two of the best presentations that ϥ saw were Professor Peter Le Souef of the 

University of Western Australia and Natalie Lowden of the Canadian Public Health ϥnspectors 

Association. ϥ believe both presentations have a direct application to work we do in Rotary.  

 

Professor Peter Le Souef spoke of the ɈCorrecting United Nations data on global child mortality for 

the eϜects on environmental deteriorationɉ.  Simply he told us that the population of the sub-

Saharan area will rise exponentially this century as will the rate of child mortality rising 20-fold, 

increasing to a population rise of 5 billion people by the century end and a child mortality of nearly 

one billion persons.  Clearly Rotary Clubs across the world should be looking very closely at this 

region to see how we can help stave oϜ the detrimental eϜects of starvation and poverty caused 

from over population and the eϜects of climate change. 

 

The second talk was about raising the proɲle of the role of environmental health practitioners in the 

Canadian community.  Using two campaigns strategies, the Association spent many thousands of 

dollars on promotional strategies to raise their awareness.  The ɲrst campaign targeted mainstream 

communication channels with moderate success.  The second speciɲcally targeted at social media 

directed at speciɲc age groups and was deemed to be an outstanding success.  Clearly, we need to 

spend our money wisely when looking at promoting Rotary.  

 

As your President, ϥ encourage our directors to be bold in raising the proɲle of Rotary in our 

community.  ϥn the next Rotary year, we will increase awareness of Rotarians working in our local 

community and will try to target our contribution into meaningful and popular projects.  We will be 

encouraging youth participation in the very popular National Science Youth Forum by including 

another youth candidate position, by sending a Rotarian to work on the Sumba Project in ϥndonesia 

to support the good work of humanitarian aid for impoverished persons and the introduction of a 

Community Grants Program for community grants of $250 - $500 to individuals and small 

organisations and conducting an online Community Service Resilience Survey.  

 

Funds for charitable projects are sourced from the Neil Henley Foundation (for those with a 

Charitable Collections Licence) such as  Polio Plus, Rotary Foundation, Australian Rotary Health 

Research, working at MakerɅs Day car parking and the Jacaranda Festival, Music in the Air and 

collecting bottles and cans. ϥ encourage all Rotarians and Frends of Attadale Rotary to be involved in 

all charitable projects to support Rotarians to work in our community.  ϥ regularly send four bags of 

bottles and cans to Good SammyɅs each month collected from friends and family. 

 

ϥn conclusion, ϥ work like to thank the organisers of the Satterley Rotary Charity Golf Day who 

conducted the celebration at our last dinner meeting.  An outstanding contribution from Rod Rate 

and Colin & Gail McCulloch to organise the dinner meeting with contributions from the Fremantle 

Rotary Club and Mark & David Whiteman.

Over the years, the support has changed to provide the particular needs of each community, as each 

disaster is diϜerent.  The ShelterBoxes and ShelterKits, provide people with temporary shelter, until they 

are able to start the process of repairing or rebuilding homes straight away. 

Another way of helping the community to rebuild is to source local businesses, to provide some of the 

items in the boxes and kits.  This also saves on transport and storage costs.
