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Message from the President

Assistant Governor Kenn Williams

Distinguished Guests, Rotarians, Ladies & Gentlemen

Welcome and thank you for coming along this evening.

In order for Attadale Rotary to be part of our community, the Board and | believe Rotary needs
to be more visible. | have mapped out my goals to guide me through this year and | would like to
share them with you.

1.

Firstly in order to remain sustainable to undertake all of our projects and aspirations, |
believe we need to recruit 12 new Rotarians. New members bring fresh ideas and
enthusiasm, and we can build on their skills and attributes.

To achieve this goal, | have asked President Elect Mick Donnes to take on the important
Membership portfolio. Mick will encourage Rotarians to invite friends along to our
functions to share the many projects we are involved in.

In his first week, he has already been promoting Attadale Rotary & Rotary in general on
Curtin FM radio. We have made a significant improvement in this area by reducing new
and renewing fees by 80% down from $300 to $60 per year to encourage new members to
join and existing members to renew. We call this reduction, Affordable Rotary.

Our Community Service Director lan Pittaway has received support from our Board of
Directors to implement a community grants program. All community groups in the
Melville, Palmyra, Bicton, Alfred Cove, Myaree & Attadale districts will now be able to apply
for a $250 to $500 grant towards a worthwhile purpose. This is a first for our Club and
follows a model used in the Cockburn Rotary Club. | am sure this will raise our profile in
the community.

Once we create the email address database of other groups in the community, we will
release an online community health & wellbeing survey to ask local persons how Attadale
Rotary Club can service our community better. This idea was originated by past President
Bev Moffat. The survey will be undertaken professionally, and a report will be prepared for
the Board’s consideration. The Survey will help us better target future community projects.

Our most successful project is the Satterley Rotary Charity Golf Day which we partner
with the Fremantle Rotary Club. This project has raised over $580,000 over13
years and is the premier event on our Rotary Calendar. Raised funds are used for
medical research and for the support of victims of motor neurone disease.

By using the Community Grants Scheme and the online Community health &
wellbeing survey and promotional efforts of the Rotary Club, we will hope to raise
the profile of the Attadale Rotary Club. We don't appear to promote our local
projects in the community and our efforts are sometimes lost in time; e.g.,
establishing the Attadale Primary School's Vegetable Garden.

Our International Director Helen Carwardine is exploring fund raising options to travel to
Sumba Island in Indonesia to work on the Rotary Mandurah District’'s water & sanitation
project. We have a number of other international projects supported by our Club including
Shelterbox, Phoenix Foundation in the Philippines, Rotary Foundation & Polio Plus.

Our Special Projects team of Shelley Koenig & Colin Mc Culloch are working on Music in the
Air which has great community support,_and we hope to support Shelterbox, local
community projects & the Attadale Rotary Club as beneficiaries.

Our Club is always continuing to look to organise local projects that generate funds to
support the work of the Attadale Rotary Club’'s Community & International aspirations.
There is now an opportunity to explore other projects in conjunction with other Rotary
Clubs.

Youth Director Joyce Smith has been able to fund 2 student placements for the next
National Youth Science Forum. This is a very popular program with Year 11 students.

We will look to engage with other Rotary Clubs for mutual benefit. We already support the
Applecross Rotary Club through the Perth Makers Market car parking 4 times per year &
the Jacaranda Festival, the combined Satterley Rotary Charity Golf Day with Fremantle
Rotary Club and we received the support of 8 other rotary clubs attending last week’s
Shelterbox Dinner with CEO Mike Greenslade.

While it will be a busy year, we shall focus on efforts on conducting quality dinner meetings,
running successful projects, meeting socially and having a fun time.

My thanks to all of you attending this evening and listening to my goals.

A whole generation of talented women artists from WA
have been forgotten and overlooked. Too late for the art
boom of the 1890s and too early for the #knowmyname
movement, they remain hidden and unknown.

Social norms and a male dominated industry have
meant they have gone missing from our private art
collections, our galleries and our art history books. This
was an era of immense creativity, economic prosperity
and social change. Yet if you were a women artist, you
were not allowed to be more famous than your
husband and any form of self-promotion was seen as in
poor taste.

Inspired by our natural light, unique flora, stunning

- landscapes and jagged seascapes, they did their best

So, who are these women? Art Collector, author and

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Good news story - Rotary Down Under

For years, the ROTARY CLUB OF NORTH HOBART has quietly supported Bethlehem
House, a men's homeless shelter managed by the St Vincent de Paul Society.
Initially, they contributed to the shelter's Christmas appeal and provided leftover
food from barbecues. However, as Bethlehem House underwent physical and
administrative changes, their relationship evolved into a more robust partnership.

When Bethlehem House moved to a new purpose-built facility, club treasurer Brian
Claridge and volunteers Jim Colley and Tony Thompson collaborated with Executive
Manager Stephen Shreeve. They proposed a district grant, backed by The Rotary
Foundation, to enhance the facility's rooftop courtyard post-construction.

The club donated tables, chairs, and numerous potted plants, creating a more
welcoming and natural environment. Tony described the project as enjoyable, while
Jim found satisfaction in making a difference alongside friends and residents.
Regular working bees involved other club members, contributing to various
gardening tasks.

Stephen noted the positive impact on residents, who now find the area homelier
and more conducive to social interaction. This transformation reinforces their sense
of worth and dignity, crucial elements of Bethlehem House's ethos. Brian
highlighted the project's benefits for Rotary volunteers, providing a fulfilling hands-
on experience and fostering camaraderie with both fellow members and residents.

Through this collaboration, the Rotary Club of North Hobart not only beautifies a
space but also cultivates a sense of belonging and purpose, benefiting both the
shelter's residents and the club's volunteers.

As we prepare to transition to
regional operations in Zone 8 on
July 1st, a new era of
opportunities is on the horizon.
Clubs will be motivated to
embrace growth strategies and
deepen their connections with
their core causes and
communities. | am thrilled about
the possibilities!

However, the pressing question
for club leaders is: can you break
free from your Rotary rut?

A Rotary rut is where clubs find themselves stuck, constrained by what their communities expect,
based on past actions by the club. These expectations, although well-founded, can and will limit
your potential, as potential members see your club through the familiar lens of history.

Reflecting on the insights from the Membership Voice webinar series, it's clear that Rotary and
Rotaract leaders who have driven success share numerous admirable qualities. Effective
leadership, inclusivity, a passion for learning, and a willingness to take risks are just a few.

Another crucial quality stood out: a determination not to be pigeonholed.

Consider this:

1 If PDG Brian Coffey had accepted that unresolved conflict was the norm at East Maitland,
would club still exist today, let alone become an outstanding success story?

1 If President Dave Harmon and the team at Ballina on Richmond had gone with the status
quo, would they have made the outstanding community contributions that define their
success story?

1 If Mark Huddleston had settled for business as usual a decade ago, would the Seaford Rotary
success story exist today?

1 If PDG Michael Buckeridge and his fellow Mackay Rotary members had stayed in their
comfortable rut, would their innovative corporate satellite have ever been created?
